Within the scope of the survesespondents also expressed a desire for the playgrounds and parks in the area to
be enhancd, the need for morglayequipment, and better environmental maintenangegeneral The

community workshopalsohighlighted a desire for the gen spaces within the Grange Big Local boundaries to

be utilised further.

Ourresearch intahe 2011 census datshowed agrowingpopulation of children coupledith a lack of
childcare facilities and services in the wider East Finchley waedsus da and the community profile
workshop highlighted a need for Grange Big Local toheaut to different demographic groupgthin the
Grange area, particularly those living on their own and theke liveon Thomas MoreEstate.

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Those at the community profile avkshopwere surprisedhat the figurefor people who did not speak
Erglishas their main laguage (21%) was not highehdy believedhat this would have shifted in the past
few years, and that the Grange community had become more multicultural.

It was clear that a significanumber of people were supportive of enhancing the park and playgtoun
facilities in the Grange areand this desire was echoed in tilemmunity profile workshopwith attendees
describing a need for further equipment in the current playgrounds and parks.
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
